The Town is pleased to begin Phase II of the revitalization of Hathorn Park from the award of a federal

 Land & Water Conservation Fund Grant.  

   The following projects will be underway late Spring – Fall, 2013:

1. Rehabilitation of the gazebo: structural upgrade, electrical upgrade and sprucing up the structure.

2. Replacement of fencing by the Central Street parking area;

3. Reconstruction of the front walkway beginning at the Somerset Avenue entrance;

4. Renovations to the recreation storage garage and other buildings as needed;

5. Reconstruction of a section of the parking area by Central Street;

6. Revitalization of the playground with new equipment;

7. Installation of safety fencing by the playground and repair/replacement of other fencing as needed; 

8. Reconstruction of the walkway to the playground; and

9. Other necessary related work as funds allow.

During the summer, part of the park facilities may be closed/under construction.  We will make every attempt to schedule work around organized activities and events. At this time, the playground is scheduled as one of the last projects.

Phase I consisted of the renovation of Legge’s Field; rehabilitation of 

field fencing, bleachers and walkways; reconstruction of the field gravel parking lot; reconstruction of the basketball court; addition of picnic 

tables and bleaches; and updated signing.
