An Informational session on the Rural Road Initiative Program Project for the reconstruction of a short section of the Phillips Corner Road will be held at the beginning of the regularly scheduled Council Meeting on Tuesday, May 16, 2006.
The State of Maine Department of Transportation will provide background on the project and hold a question and answer period.  Copies of the plans will be available for review.

Original Scope and Purpose of the Project:  The project consists of reconstructing the portion of the Phillips Corner Road beginning 1.44 miles northerly of the Weeks Road and extending northerly 0.42 miles.  The following items of work were anticipated to be included:  Rehabilitating this section of the road including 11 foot paved travel lanes, installation of (2) -3 foot paved shoulders, and improving roadway drainage systems.  The purpose of the project is to improve overall road conditions and drainage.
Although the project is in the vicinity of property owned by M. Luciano up to property owned by J. Denatale, the Town has sent notices to all property owners listed for the Phillips Corner Road as you have the potential of traveling through the construction area.  MDOT has indicated that due to costs of the work, the section of road to be worked on may be a little less than originally projected. 
MDOT has just finished the plans, therefore, the Town will receive its copy of the plans at the meeting on May 16, 2006 and then have the copy available at the Pittsfield Municipal Building Town Clerk’s Counter.
