To the Citizens and Taxpayers of Pittsfield:

We are extremely pleased to present the Annual Report for the Town of Pittsfield.  This report compiles Pittsfield’s Municipal services for the operating period of January 01, 2009 - December 31, 2009.  Activity reports from the departments, MSAD #53, and the agencies associated with the Town are contained in this document with the audit report.


It has been an interesting year for the Town as we, like everyone else in the State and nation, work within the challenges created by the economy while continuing to move forward on long needed projects, apply for grant opportunities to upgrade services for our citizens and enhance programs for the community.   Most of the projects scheduled or underway are required to keep facilities going, meet state and federal mandates and to enhance the community’s quality of life in the future.  The Town strives to continue rehabilitation of town properties, projects and services.  We are very proud of the community and its many opportunities.

Through teamwork, cooperation, and the achievement of common goals, our Town has addressed the following issues:

· Reviewed the Economic Development Stimulus/Recovery Program and approved submittals for water and sewer infrastructure improvements.

· Accepted the bid of Credere Associates, LLC of Portland in an amount not to exceed $21, 400.00 for Engineering Assistance for the Brownfield Clean-up Grant at 8 Mount Road under the Environmental Protection Agency funding received. 

· Held a public hearing and authorized the Town Manager to file a grant application for the Riverfront Community Development Bond Grant in the amount of $32,200 for the Pinnacle Recreational Plan to include a skating rink; skateboard park; boat launch; parking area; multi-use recreational trails; habitat restoration; bird watching lean-tos; fishing; and interpretative nature signs.   This grant enhances the current facility and expands the potential of the facility for all seasons.

· Held a public hearing and then closed out the Public Facilities Historic Preservation Grant in the amount of $150,000 which addressed the following work at the Pittsfield Public Library: (1) problems created by moisture in the basement, rotted bases of the wooden walls and weakened underpinnings and (2) repairs or replacement of damaged walls and floors including painting, reconstruction of crumbling interior masonry, repairs of horsehair plaster, leveling and refurbishing of uneven floors.

· Authorized the Town Manager and Assistant Water/Sewer Superintendent to implement preliminary field survey work and negotiate a contract with Olver Associates for water/sewer engineering services if the Town is approved for State Revolving Loan Funding for economic stimulus/recovery program funding.

· Authorized the Town Council to sign the Expense Warrants upon recommendation of the Finance Committee during the Year 2009.

· Authorized the Town Council to sign the Certificates of Commitment for Sewer User Rates and Water User Rates during the Year 2009.

· Authorized the Town Manager to hire Independent Review(s) and execute all paperwork for Airport Grants for the Year 2009 in accordance with the Town’s Bid Policy and/or the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Regulations.

· Accepted the proposal of RH Smith & Company, CPA of Buxton in the amount of $9,900 for Municipal, Water Enterprise and Sewer Enterprise Audits and $1,200 for single audit for grants when required for each of the audit years of 2008, 2009 and 2010 and approved the firm as the external auditor for those years. 

· Approved an Emergency Ordinance to appropriate and authorize the expenditure of $80,000 from Unappropriated Surplus for structural repairs to the Pittsfield Community Theatre to stabilize the roof structure.  

· Accepted the bid of Bowman Brothers of Newport in an amount not to exceed $79,555 for the Pittsfield Community Theatre Roof and Canopy Stabilization Project.

· Waived the bid policy to follow the State Bid Package for Police Cruisers and accepted the proposed bid of Quirk Ford in an amount not to exceed $21,400 for a 2009 Ford P71 Crown Victoria 4-door police car.

· Authorized the Town Manager to execute an application for outdoor fireworks display as property owner of the Pittsfield Municipal Airport for the Greater Pittsfield Area Kiwanis for the 2009 Egg Festival. The fireworks will be conducted by Central Maine Pyrotechnics subject to receiving approval from the FAA and the appropriate insurance certificate naming the Town as additional insured.

· Approved Tax Anticipation borrowing for fiscal year 2009 in an amount not to exceed $500,000 and authorized the Town Manager/Treasurer to prepare and seek competitive proposals for the Town’s 2009 Tax Anticipation borrowing.

· Approved the acceptance of all cash donations for the Theatre Fundraising Campaign to Restore/Renovate the Pittsfield Community Theatre for the Year 2009 and authorized the expenditure of funds in accordance with Town Regulations.  

· Authorized the Town Manager to issue checks for Theatre Fundraisers in between Council Meetings if absolutely necessary to meet a deadline if sufficient funds are available in the Theatre Donations Account subject to receiving the signatures of the Finance Committee and a majority of the Town Councilors.

· Approved improvements to the Town’s water system and financing pursuant to the State’s Drinking Water State Revolving Fund to apply for four projects to not exceed $2,450,040.  Ultimately the Town’s first priority was approved which resulted in a backup pump in the water treatment plant.

· Authorized the Finance Committee and Town Manager to Issue a Request for Proposals for Investment of the Town’s Reserves/Trusts, conduct interviews of financial institutions and make a recommendation to the Town Council.

· Authorized the Town Manager to transfer and expend up to $2,100 from the Police Cruiser Reserve for equipment, the installation of equipment in the new Police Cruiser and switching of equipment between vehicles.

· Accepted the bid of Coombs Property Management LLC of West Paris in an amount not to exceed $1,111.03 per acre for Obstruction Removal and authorized the Town Manager to execute a contract for $11,888.02.

· Authorized the Town Manager to transfer and expend $11,888.02 from the Airport Improvement Resave for the Municipal Airport Obstructions Removal Project.

· Authorized the Town Manager to execute the contract with Constellation New Energy, Inc for the Electricity Supply Agreement for the Town’s medium accounts for the two-year period of 12/01/2009 through 12/01/2011.

· Approved the acceptance of a grant award from the Federal Aviation Administration and the Maine Department of Transportation for the Reconstruction of the General Aviation Apron at the Pittsfield Municipal Airport under the Airport Improvement Program for a project totaling $1,195,830.

· Signed the Earth Day Proclamation supporting community-wide activities.

· Signed the Arbor Day Proclamation supporting community-wide activities.

· Designated the Pittsfield Industrial Park Phase II Municipal Development District and Tax Increment Financing District to promote economic development.

· Accepted the proposal of Merrill Bank of Bangor in response to the Request for Proposals for the Investment of Capital Reserves and Trust Accounts dated 02/17/2009, being the recommendation of the Finance Committee.

· Authorized the Town Manager to execute a contract with Olver Associates Inc. for  engineering and contract administration to not exceed $10,000 for the installation of a properly operational backup finish water pump project at the water treatment facility, being approved for stimulus funding through the Drinking Water Program.

· Re-allocated $295,000 in funds from the Economic Development Revolving Loan Fund to a newly created account titled Economic Development Fund, the uses of which will be determined by Town Council vote, provided the uses are for activities eligible under Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974.  

· Waived the Bid Policy and authorized the Town Manager and Librarian to compensate Kleinschmidt for building structural design, building electrical design and bidding assistance on the Pittsfield Public Library Expansion for $17,000.00.

· Authorized the Building Inspector as Project Manager for the Pittsfield Community Theatre Stabilization Project to Execute two change orders, #1 in the amount of $1,550 and #2 to be approved by the Town Manager, to cover additional work determined to be necessary for the project.    

· Authorized the Town Manager to execute the State of Maine Public Utilities Commission Agreement for the purchase and installation of a wind turbine at the Pittsfield Recycling Center/Transfer Station in an amount to not exceed $50,000.00  

· Waived the Bid Policy to encourage regionalism and execute the Contract for Curbside Pickup of Recyclables with the Town of Palmyra through 03/31/2010, same conditions with a price increase to $16,600.00 as discussed during the budget period.

· Authorized the Town Manager and Public Works Foreman to issue the Request for Proposals for the purchase of a zero-turn commercial mower. 

· Accepted the bid of Bangor Savings Bank dated 03/20/2009 with interest payable at maturity at the rate of 1.85% per annum.  

· Authorized the Town Manager to execute the contract with Constellation New Energy, Inc. for the electricity supply agreement for the Town’s streetlight account for the period of 05/01/2009 through 12/01/2010.  

· Accepted the donation of TD Banknorth, N.A. of a portable popcorn machine and authorized the Town Manager to execute the hold harmless and indemnification agreement for the donated property.  

· Approved the Request for Proposals for the additions and alterations to the Pittsfield Public Library Project and authorized the Town Manager and Librarian to seek proposals for same.  

· Approved the Interlocal Agreement for the State of Maine Community Development Block Grant Program for Jobs for Maine Graduates Grant for the Towns of Skowhegan, Pittsfield, Madison and Anson, and authorized the Town of Skowhegan to act as the Lead Grantee and thereby be responsible for compliance with all State and Federal requirements.

· Accepted the bid of GreenWay Equipment of Bangor in an amount not to exceed $6300.00 for a zero turn mower.  

· Signed the Warrant for prosecuting owners of unlicensed dogs, effective 04/08/2009, on which date a $25 late fee may be charged to all whose names appear on the Warrant in accordance with the State law.

· Adopted a Proclamation to declare May 2009 as Foster Care Awareness Month.

· Signed the Warrant and Notice of Election to Call the Maine School Administrative District No. 53 School Budget Referendum to be voted on June 16, 2009.  

· Authorized the Town Manager to sign the Host Agency Agreement between the Senior Community Service Employment Program and the Town.

· Authorized the Town Manager to execute an Agreement with Robert L. Hart dba Spirit Aviation, Inc. for Parcel “L” at the Pittsfield Municipal Airport.  

· Authorized the Town Manager to execute the Maine Municipal Bond Bank Agreement for a Loan from the Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund Program for the Backup Finish Water Pump, a project funded under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (Federal Stimulus funding).

· Authorized the Town Manager to execute a grant award from Maine Department of Transportation for the reconstruction of the General Aviation Apron at the Pittsfield Municipal Airport under new State requirements.  

· Accepted the donation of “Get Comfortable in Pittsfield” hand-painted and decorated Adirondack chairs.  

· Accepted all cash donations for the Community Swimming Pool Campaign from 01/01/2009 through 06/30/2009 and authorized the expenditure of the funds in accordance with Town Rules and Regulations.

· Accepted all cash donations for the Library Capital Campaign from 01/01/2009 through 06/30/2009 and authorized the expenditure of the funds in accordance with Town Rules and Regulations.  

· Authorized the expenditure of the funds in the Swimming Pool Reserve remaining after the completion of the pool for essentials at the Swimming Pool Complex.

· Accepted the bid of T Buck Construction of Auburn in the amount of $55,975 for the Finish Water Pump Installation for Pittsfield Water Works and authorized the Town Manager to execute the agreement upon receipt of the Maine Municipal Bond Bank loan paperwork through the State Revolving Loan Fund. 
· Waived the Bid Policy to accept the proposal of E.D. Call and Son for memorial repairs at the Powers Cemetery.

· Accepted a grant award in the amount of $10,800.00 from the Recovery Act: Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program to be used to upgrade radio equipment for the Pittsfield Police Department.  

· Authorized the Town Manager to execute the Professional Engineering Services Contract for $136,500 for the Reconstruction of the General Aviation Apron at the Pittsfield Municipal Airport under Airport Improvement Program (AIP) between the Town and Hoyle, Tanner & Associates after FAA and MDOT approval.

· Accepted the quotation of United Insurance/Lehr Insurance Agency for Property and Casualty Insurance.  

· Certified that the Town sent Notices to the list of properties to be rezoned under the new State required Shoreland Zoning Ordinance, which included new State mapping.

· Approved the Hathorn Park Revitalization: Legge’s Field & Sports Area, Phase I to include essential components of the sports facilities at the park authorizing the expenditure of up to $50,000 for this project, such amount to be funded from 

(a) donations and in-kind work; and (b) state and/or federal grant funds, including 

grants pursuant to the Land and Water Conservation Fund Act, Public Law 88-578, subject to the $50,000 total expenditure limitation.

· Accepted the bid of Cianbro Corporation of Pittsfield in the amount of $1,065,790 for the Reconstruction of the General Aviation Apron at the Pittsfield Municipal Airport under the Airport Improvement Program (AIP) and authorized the Town Manager to execute the contract for same pending the delivery of acceptable bonds and insurance to the Town at the time of execution, and approval of the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) and Maine Department of Transportation (MDOT).

· Approved the Pittsfield Municipal Airport Minimum Standards and Procedures for the Lease and/or Use of Property and Facilities for Aeronautical Activities (Minimum Standards) A. Minimum Standards for Aircraft Hangers.

· Approved the Bid Specifications for the Removal of Sludge from the Town’s Wastewater Treatment Facility Lagoon System and Authorized the Town Manager and Assistant Water/Sewer Superintendent to seek bids for the same.

· Set the rate of interest to be charged on delinquent taxes for 2009 at 9.0%; the due date for payment of taxes at the end of business on Friday, October 16, 2009 and

      the rate of interest for overpayments for 2009 at 5% to conform with State law.

· Authorized the Tax Collector/Treasurer to accept prepayment or decline prepayment of taxes not yet committed or received prior to the due date and pay no interest thereon in accordance with the State law.

· Approved an amendment of the Zoning Ordinance, Chapter 13, District Use and Dimensional Standards Tables “P” and “Q” to add essential services as a principal use in zoning districts R-1, R-2, R-3, R-4, C-1, C-2, C-3 and C-4 and to add essential services as a conditional use to Special District Use and Dimensional Standards Table “R” District RF and foot note # six (6) Electric power transmission lines and their related towers, wire runs and equipment are required to meet the property line setback standards of the district in which located. Where such transmission lines are located in an easement, the setback shall be measured from the edge of the easement.

· Approved repealing the Pittsfield Town Code, Chapter 16, Shoreland Zoning Ordinance, dated June 6, 2000 and Town of Pittsfield Zoning Map revised February 21, 2006 and replace in their entirety with Pittsfield Town Code, Chapter 16, Shoreland Zoning Ordinance and the Town of Pittsfield Zoning Map revised April 2009 as recommended by the Ordinance Committee.  
· Waived the Bid Policy and Authorized the Town Manager to sign a contract for snowplowing with S & G Construction with a yearly cost of $89,500 for 2009-2010.

· Authorized the Town Manager and Theatre Manager to advertise a Silent Auction and accept high bids for the donated Adirondack Chairs to be dedicated for new theatre chairs.

· Approved Change Order #1 to the contract of T Buck Construction, Inc. of $55,975.00 for the Finish Water Pump Installation in the amount of $12,956.25 to add a replacement or second VFD for the original water pump resulting in a total contract price of $68,931.25.  

· Waived the Bid Policy and authorized the Town Manager and Assistant Water/Sewer Superintendent to Accept the proposal of Olver Associates for engineering services to assist the Town with the Sludge Removal Project at the Wastewater Treatment Facility-Lagoon to not exceed $2,000 for Assistance with Funding Acquisition/
      Applications; to not exceed $5,000 for Contract Administration; and at a rate of 

      $50.00 per hour for part-time inspection services.

· Proclaimed November 8-15 as Maine Recycles Week for the Town of Pittsfield.

· Authorized an Ordinance Issuing $1,900,000 Principal Amount of General Obligation Bonds, ordaining improvements to the Town’s sewer system and financing pursuant to the State’s Clean Water State Revolving Fund.  This authorizes the Town to sell its general obligation bonds and notes in anticipation thereof and to borrow from the Maine Municipal Bond Bank State Revolving Fund (SRF) and to expend, a principal amount not to exceed One Million Nine Hundred Thousand Dollars ($1,900,000), the proceeds of the loan or loans to be used to finance the improvements and upgrades to the Town' s sewer system which may include, but are limited to the removal, analysis and disposal of all or any part of the sludge built up in the Lagoon System which is the Wastewater Treatment System
· Authorized an Ordinance Issuing $2,400,000 Principal Amount of General Obligation Bonds, ordaining improvements to the Town’s water system and financing pursuant to the State’s Drinking Water State Revolving Fund.  This authorizes the Town to sell its general obligation bonds and notes in anticipation thereof and to borrow from the Maine Municipal Bond Bank State Revolving Fund (SRF) and to expend, a principal amount not to exceed Two Million Four Hundred Thousand Dollars ($2,400,000), the proceeds of the loan or loans to be used to finance the design and construction of improvements and upgrades to the Town' s water system which may include four projects.  Ultimately in 2010, one of the projects submitted, which will address the failed river crossing on Waverly Avenue, was approved.  Then later in the year, two more projects were approved, however, due to the sewer and water projects ahead of the Town, it was decided that the Town had enough projects going on and that while the projects were important, the rate/s were already going to increase for the sludge removal project, the water pump and the river crossing which have to be completed and the Town did not want to issue any more projects at this time that would further add to this burden.
· Adopted Quarterly and Monthly Rates for the Pittsfield Water Works for Metered Customers, Municipal Fire Protection, and Private Fire Protection effective upon approval and authorized the Town Manager and Assistant Water/Sewer Superintendent to submit the rate increase recommended by the Town Council to the State for approval. 

· Authorized the Town Manager to sign an agreement with InforME (Maine Information Network) for Motor Vehicle Information to be obtained via the internet.  

· Authorized the transfer of funds from Floral Trust and expenditure of $1300 for Jason Bartlett for cleaning of markers and monuments.  

· Authorized the Treasurer to establish an account for donations for Library Materials and authorized the expenditure of funds from this account for library materials.

· Approved the Request for Quotations for Solid Waste Compactor Dumpster and authorized the Town Manager and the Recycling/Transfer Station/Safety Coordinator to seek proposals for same.

· Approved and authorized the Town Councilors and Town Manager to sign the Project Certification; and the Town Manager to sign the grant-in-aid application to the Department of Conservation, Bureau of Parks and Land Snowmobile Program for an essential project of $35,627.00 to improve the snowmobile trails for the Driftbusters Snowmobile Club.  

· Accepted the Bid of Millett Associates of Hermon for Engineering for the Pittsfield Industrial Park Expansion in an amount to not exceed $20,625 and authorized the Town Manager to execute a contract pending the receipt and approval of the Economic Administration Grant paperwork.

· Accepted the bid of Leavitt & Boucher of Dover, New Hampshire for Solid Waste Compactor Dumpster to not exceed $13,760 and authorized the Town Manager to execute a contract/agreement for purchase.

· Waived the bid policy to accept the proposal of Charleston Correctional Facility for Library shelving to not exceed $7,315.

· Authorized the Code Enforcement Officer and the Public Works Foreman to sign off on new pole permit easements along town ways on behalf of the Town of Pittsfield.

· Authorized the Town Manager to sign off on new pole permit easements on town properties on behalf of the Town of Pittsfield.

· Authorized the expenditure of $1,495 from the 2009 Theatre Budget for Farris Entertainment for a Magic of the Steelgraves Show on November 15, 2009 and authorized the Town Manager to execute a contract for the same.

· Approved the renewal of a franchise agreement with Time Warner NY Cable LLC d/b/a Time Warner Cable and held a public hearing to take public comment.

· Authorized the Assistant Treasurer to negotiate the pricing for the Town’s fuel and kerosene for the Town’s buildings, which includes joining a cooperative fuel oil and/or kerosene purchase, if pricing is competitive.

· Authorized the Assistant Treasurer to negotiate the pricing for the Town’s propane for the Town’s buildings, which includes joining a cooperative propane purchase, if pricing is competitive.

· Authorized the Tax Collector/Tresurer to accept prepayment or decline prepayment of taxes not yet committed or received prior to the due date and to not pay interest in accordance with the State Law.

We are pleased to thank all the volunteers who keep our committees/boards and 

projects moving forward to serve the interests of the community.  We are proud of our Town employees who continue to strive to increase productivity and the amount of work completed in this busy community.   Teamwork is the key for the Town’s development and growth while preserving the high quality of life offered by the community.
