     Pittsfield Rail Trail Relocation 
    MDOT Bridge Project



MDOT is conducting work at the site of three bridges on I-95.  One



Bridge project will impact the Town’s Recreational Trail also known as



the “Rail Trail.”  This is the discontinued Maine Central Railroad
(MCRR) Tracks which used to run through Town across Somerset 
Avenue and multiple streets including Hartland Avenue.  Now this

is a Multi-use trail which includes ATVs, Snowmobiles, Hikers, Walkers,
Bicyclists, etc.  On 10/19/2017, the Town was advised by MDOT that 
the project will begin immediately.

All recreational and nature enthusiastics are advised that the 

“Rail Trail” will be worked on beginning in October – December 1, 2017

and while the I-95 northbound roadway is closed to traffic (February 

5, 2018 – June 15, 2018).  The Town’s trail will be temporarily relocated 

during the construction of the MDOT bridge project.  The trail will be

detoured onto a temporary trail and on the shoulder of Route #152 

(Hartland Avenue).  The temporary trail will be removed and the land 

will be returned to its original condition at the conclusion of the project.  

The temporary trail is supposed to have a final grade sufficiently above 

all low-lying areas and have a dry, firm and stable surface.  

When the project is completed, there will be a very large lighted arch
structure on the rail trail as the bridge is being removed which goes 
over the Trail.  MDOT designed this so that it is tall enough to 

accommodate all uses of the rail trail.  Solar lighting will be installed as
part of the project.  All work will be conducted as efficiently and 
effectively as possible to reduce the impact on “Rail Trail” users and 
the neighborhood.  The Town has a set of plans from MDOT available 
at the Town Office for interested parties to view.
