The following materials will be accepted which are in useable and clean condition: Small Appliances; Electronics; Kitchen/Glassware; Non-upholstered Furniture; Home Decor/Domestics; Building/Tools; Office/Craft/Supply; Yard & Garden; and General Merchandise.  New and used clothing should continue be donated to Pennywise on Somerset Avenue 
 

The Committee is looking for volunteers to help them staff the facility on Saturdays.  Any organizations, groups or citizens who would like to help out with staffing the facility in two hour shifts on Saturdays are invited to contact the Town Office for further information.
